Tues., June 26:  Fairbanks, AK   ~  Fairbanks, AK   We will be shuttled to Mpls this afternoon for an evening flight 
from Mpls to Fairbanks, AK.

Thurs., June 28: Fairbanks, AK   ~  This morning we see what it was like during the gold rush days as we pan for 
gold at the El Dorado Gold Mine.   Plus other site seeing!   Then we will visit the University of Alaska Museum and 
learn much of the Alaska history, etc.  Later, return to our hotel.  

 
Fri., June 29:  Denali, AK   ~  This morning we depart Fairbanks, make a stop in Nenana, AK, and then arrive in 
Denali National Park.  Denali means “the Great One” and is the second largest of our national parks. Mount 
Mckinley,  which sits here in the horizon, is the highest point in North America.  In the Park we take a wildlife tour 
deep into the wilderness with a box meal included.  The Denali Park area is where we will stay tonight.  

 

Sat., June 30:  Anchorage, AK   ~  Departing Denali this morning we enjoy the scenic drive to Wasilla, AK, where 
we will visit the Iditarod Trail Headquarters and learn of the annual Anchorage to Nome Dog Sled Race.  Our 
destination is Anchorage, Alaska’s largest city, where we will stay for 2 nights.  Located on the shores of the Cook 
Inlet, Anchorage is the center for trade, finance, and culture in Alaska.  Learn about the devastating earthquake of 1964, 
see Lake Hood, the World’s largest sea-plane base, and learn the history of Captain James Cook in 1778, as we tour the 
city.   

 

Sun., July 1:  Anchorage, AK/ Prince William Sound Cruise  ~  We travel from Anchorage along the Seward 
Highway to Milepost 48 and through Anton Anderson Memorial Tunnel to Whittier, AK.  From Whittier we start a 
full-day cruise along the Prince William Sound.  Lunch is included as we relax and marvel in our surroundings full 
of history, wildlife, and beauty.  Marine animals and birds flourish in these areas.  We’ll return to Anchorage this 
evening. 

 
Mon., July 2:  Anchorage, AK  ~  Today is yours to enjoy Anchorage. You may wish to take a flight-sightseeing tour 
around the area or enjoy the town, taking in the shops and local attractions. We get together this evening for a Farewell 
Meal at the Sour Dough Mining Company.
